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The following statements are in response to the question...
What is your greatest concern about Mineral Palace Park?

Over-development of park uses
What it takes to do this:
How long is park torn up?
Will park be used to stage materials/equipment for highway construction?
Loss of character of Pueblo in Mineral Palace Park
Saving things that are not useful and may be costly
Create a park that is not coordinated with the Park Department plans
Create traffic problems around the park
Neighbors don’t understand the opportunity that we have
Rigid standard for highway may seem more important than the park
Finite budget to mitigate the park
We can’t maintain it
This park can’t be everything to everybody - user should be the number one priority
Consider the impacts of events to neighborhoods
Create a park with new problems (drugs, etc.)
Use and charm would decrease
Make choices based on cost
Build flat playing fields only
Redevelop into a sterile generic park
Compromise the context for the historic structures that they lose historic integrity
Fall short of understanding the importance of Mineral Palace Park to the community
Develop something that cannot be maintained
Do nothing
Create something that is not in harmony with today and tomorrow; and therefore is not
used
Development of a plan that doesn’t address the needs of the community
